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Meet & Greet (group consists of mostly strangers)
	1. Paper airplanes: everyone makes a plane, writes their name and 2 questions on it, planes fly around for 1-2 minutes, pick a plane, find the owner, answer the questions and introduce that person
	2. Bingo: prepare board with squares (different characteristic in each), find one person that meets each (fill card or just make bingo)
	3. Beach Ball: write different questions in each section, toss ball, index finger of writing hand determines what question to answer
	4. Nametags: each person receives a nametag (not their own), finds that person, shares an interesting fact, will introduce them to the group

Team Building (group is familiar, will work together over time)
	1. Small groups find a certain number of things everyone has in common (can share with larger group)
	2. Divide by birth order – groups discuss pros/cons (or birth month, shirt color)
	3. Tennis ball – form a circle, pass the ball around, try to move it faster
	4. Pairs develop a secret handshake - randomly offer opportunities to reconnect
	5. Groups have toothpicks and Styrofoam on table, build largest structure in 20 minutes

Staff Meetings (can eliminate organizational barriers)
	1. Each person writes down a fact about themselves no one else knows, mix up cards, people guess (or 2 Truths and a Lie – individuals say three facts about themselves, group guesses which is a lie)
	2. Short question everyone answers (what animal/ice cream flavor/other person would you like to be & why? If you could visit anywhere in the world?)
	3. Draw 3 things to represent your life
	4. Outline map, everyone stands at the spot to represent their home town

A Few Other Ideas:
	Bowl of M&Ms: questions written on board, assigned a color, pick an M&M and answer corresponding question
	Pennies: give everyone a penny, they tell an interesting thing that happened to them during the year on the coin
	Who/Where Am I? everyone gets a card on their back with a name (relevant person, place, etc), they can only ask yes/no questions to figure it out
               Concentric Circles: 2 circles facing each other, answer one question at a time then move to next person (What was last movie you saw? What is one thing you’re good at?)
