COSUGI 2014 in Detroit provided a chance to dream a little and see what is under development (in various stages) by SirsiDynix.  In the sessions, I was able to hear from libraries that ranged from Consortia groups to Solo users who utilized various Symphony (or Horizon) products and releases.  The incredible value and service that we share in the MSC was readily apparent.  All new Sirsi products are focused on the BLUEcloud suite.  Out of many sessions, here are few highlights for the school crowd:
Blue Cloud Campus:
Carla Clark is the energetic new product manager for BLUEcloud Campus.  BC Campus will include integration with EBSCO EDS, enhanced ILL functionality, and a focus on including more features tailored to K-12 libraries. As SirsiDynix products move to “The Cloud”, they are rethinking the Reserves module which has historically languished in terms of enhancements.  Universal Admin is a lynchpin that will be used to access E-Resource Central, Cataloging, Campus, Analytics, basically all things BLUEcloud.
A few specifics:
· BC Campus can have ability to interplay with student schedules, through Blackboard for instance, and show what is on reserve for just the students’ schedule when they log-in to their account.
· Streamlining the Request and Processing paths for reserves.  Instructors will have a log-in and can pick courses and due dates from a selection list. 
· Streamlined ILL features to include easier ways to create items with prepopulated ILL item types and check it out to patron with fewer clicks and steps.
· Staff can use ILL Universal Admin to login and create groups; perhaps a special group of libraries that ship fast and well, or a group for no Jiffy bags.
· EBSCO is the primary partnership now, but they are working on expanded vendor relationships.
Blue Cloud Cataloging:
BC Cataloging will feature a much nicer search screen than Smart Port!  Core features will be in 1st release and subsequent features will be added.  BC Cataloging is currently in pilot with select libraries.

New features include:
· Search for bibs with faceting.  Catalogers can enjoy the same screen layouts that patrons use in Enterprise.
· Side by side record view.  Helpful for comparing bib/bib or bib/authority records and duplicate merging.  Match points in records will be highlighted in grey.  
· Book jacket display (optional)
· RDA Toolkit & LC linking.
· An Undo button.
· Bib workforms and work lists for fast reference and workload sharing. (This is not in 1st release.)
· Blue Cloud Marc. (Future product)  This will be Sirsi’s own Cloud source database for LC records and acquisition data. Geared to copy cataloging.

I attended other general cataloging sessions as well about RDA, future potential for Name Authority Records and Cataloging tools.   

Common Core: 
School, Public, Academic libraries: Find Common Ground on Common Core
Presenters (from an Ohio K-12 consortium) stressed that there is a focus on rigor in the Common Core environment.  Common Core curriculum will have an increased reliance on text complexity and lexiles.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Enterprise is able to include lexiles as a Limiter facet, making it easier for patrons to search.  Offering a lexile range is much more beneficial than just an individual value.
“Transactions are not enough for us to understand transformations.” - Stephen Abram
Libraries can help demonstrate success and transformation by showing statistics for circulation of Biography, Non-Fiction, Fiction, etc. for year.  For example, circ. stats can show how reading programs have increased science reading in the Dewey 500’s each year by grade level.
School librarians are often stretched thin and teachers are overwhelmed.  Ways that Public and Academic libraries can help include:
· Share those massive collections with schools that may not have the same non-fiction power.  A potential outlet for mobile circ or kiosks.
· Include text complexity measures in bib records whenever possible.  This also helps international students or anyone with English as a second language.  Future college students will be programmed to use lexile levels.
· Collect more science and history.
· Make contact with school and teachers.  Perhaps public librarians could give a talk and let students and parents know about summer reading programs.  Consider expanding library instruction to High School students.
