The Bierley MonoMouse Electronic Magnifier
The Bierley mouse works in conjunction with the standard computer mouse, so do not disconnect the regular mouse. 

This mouse is very simple to set up. Plug the USB cord into your computer and the drivers will be loaded automatically. If for some reason they do not load, a mini-CD is included and you can launch the drivers from it. The Bierley icon will be added to the desk top and can also be found in the Start menu under all programs. Clicking the icon will activate the mouse. Because this mouse is a camera it will not work in conjunction with any other camera devices including webcams. 

If it is needed on a computer with an integrated webcam, you will need to disable the device in the device manager. To do this go to the start menu and select the control panel and then the device manager. In the device manager window you will see imaging devices in the list. Click on imaging devices and then select your webcam device. A new window will open. Click disable this device. The same steps can be followed to enable the webcam. The webcam will need to be disabled when using the Bierley mouse, but can be enabled when the mouse is not in use.

When the Bierley mouse is activated a viewing window will open on the screen. This mouse will magnify any object that it rests over in this window. Patrons having difficulty reading small or fine print will appreciate this mouse. The magnified image on the screen will be in black and white. There is a set of tools at the bottom of the window. Full will make the window full screen. The plus and minus sign will allow you to increase and decrease the magnification. The camera icon will allow you to capture a magnified image and save it. The pause button will let you pause the use of the magnification mouse. Clicking the x in the upper right of the window will turn off the mouse and close the magnification window. The standard mouse is still necessary to navigate the computer screen.

Due to the fact that this product is quite expensive, I would suggest checking it out to patrons as it is needed. Since the drivers have to be loaded for it to work you can designate a specific computer for it to be used with, or load the drivers on multiple computers. For sake of ease, I would recommend using it on a computer without a webcam.
